· Also, there are instances where surface water sources get too low and water right holders are allowed/encouraged to withdrawal for the purposes of adding to the surface water flow (ie groundwater to surface water).  That type withdrawal needs to be metered, and then “reimbursed” sort-of-speak (subtracted from their total usage).
