Method: Fish DNA Sampling
Vertebrates will be sampled for presence/absence and relative abundance information (see the Vertebrates Collection Form). Most fish specimens can be identified in the field using taxonomic keys. Up to five (whole body) specimens from a single questionable fish species may be retained at each site for DNA confirmation of field identification. These must be wrapped in a single zip-sealed bag, labeled, kept on ice, and delivered (frozen) to an in-state museum.

The label will be on Write-in-rain paper and will be placed inside the bag (see below).

Data will be entered on the label with a soft #2 pencil.
