Method: SiteEvaluationTarget
The upper middle section of the Site Evaluation Form is used during reconnaissance to describe the site’s TargetStatus: Choices for TargetStatus are: Target or Non-target. “Maybe” can be circled on the form, but TargetStatus must eventually be resolved for all evaluated sites. 
1. Using ArcGIS, plot the sites and identify the SiteID provided by the EPA’s GRTS design file (the Master Sample File). This always starts with WAM06600- and then has 6 digits that follow.
2. Overlay the site on the Washington DNR’s Major Public Lands map (MPL_05) and record the MPL_OWN_CD.  Choices are 00(private), 01(federal), 02(state), 03(county), 04(city), 05(tribal). If the site MPL_OWN_CD = 01 (federal), the site is designated as “Non-Target” and no further reconnaissance is required for the site.

3. Overlay the site on the framework Hydrography (WDNR24K) and identify the values for WC_PERIOD_CD. Choices are eph (ephemeral), int (intermittent), per (perennial), or unk (unknown). If the site WC_PERIOD_CD is either “eph”, “int”, or “unk”, the site is designated as “Non-Target” and no further reconnaissance is required for the site.

4. Overlay the site on the framework Hydrography (WDNR24K) and identify the values for WC_CONTU_CD. Choices are cont (continuous), int (interupted), sub (subsurface), or unk (unknown). If the site WC_CONTU_CD is either “sub”, or “unk”, the site is designated as “Non-Target” and no further reconnaissance is required for the site.

5. Determine if the site can be associated with a 1:24,000-scale regulatory reach. This means that an LLID can be identified from NHD24K streams that are also represented on the WDNR24K sample frame. Record NHD24K LLID and the NHD24k Measure.
Next, using the highest and most recent air photo or other information available,  perform more subjective evaluations:
6. FlowingYes – If “No” is applied (e.g. it’s a lake, reservoir, or wetland), the site is designated as “Non-Target” and no further reconnaissance is required for the site.

7. FreshwaterYes – If “No” is applied, the site is designated as “Non-Target” and no further reconnaissance is required for the site. “Freshwater” means that the site is estimated to have more 95% of its water column with < 1 ppt salinity during July-October. Multiple cues may be used (e.g. vegetation, tide information, proximity to a known estuary). 
8. NaturalYes - If “No” is applied (e.g. it’s a constructed channel), the site is designated as “Non-Target” and no further reconnaissance is required for the site.

9. YearRoundYes – If WC_PERIOD_CD indicates “per” but the channel obviously dries up during portions of the year, then note “No” and the site is designated as “Non-Target” and no further reconnaissance is required for the site.

10. GreatRiverYes – The mainstem of the Columbia is designated as a “Great River”.  If  “yes” (i.e., the site falls on the Main-stem Columbia River portion of the framework) , the site it is designated as Non-target”.
