Method: SiteEvaluationAccess
The lower and left portion of the Site Evaluation Form is used during reconnaissance to describe the site’s accessibility during July-October. Choices for AccessibleYes are: Yes or No. If the site is inaccessible, then InAccessWhy must be completed with a text description of why the site would not be accessible during the July-October Index period.
1. Plot the site on map including orthophoto  and topographic maps
2. Subjectively characterize the expected flow conditions in terms of swiftness and safety of routes in/out. The site needs to be accessible for complete sampling within a single day, including transit. Here are some examples of valid reasons for classifying the site as inaccessible:
· Too swift or too deep to wade, and too treacherous to raft 

· Coordinates within a steep canyon

· Stream is too far to reach within a single day; access would require camping.

3. Where the map allows, estimate the bankfull width (EstBFW) of the site in whole meters. This will help understand the reach length (20 times this width).  

4. Estimate the best Platform (either wade or raft) to use for sampling the site. If you decide on raft, estimate the coordinates of put-in and take out locations. In the database these will be recorded as: PutInLat, PutInLon, TakeOutLat, TakeOutLon
5. Use up to a few sentences to describe Directions to either the PUT-IN (raft sites) or the “X” (wade sites).

6. If you used a guidebook to help with directions, record the Book title, Chapter and page in Guidebook. If an Internet link was used record the URL here.
