Method: Habitat Units
The Habitat Units section of the Thalweg Form is used to describe each of the habitat units that are identified and enumerated during the Thalweg Procedure. Units are identified consecutively during the walk upstream or the float downstream.

Habitat Unit Number – is recorded to match the occurenc(es) on the Thalweg section of the Thalweg Form.

HUWidth  - estimate the average width (to the nearest fraction of a meter) of the habitat unit for the full course of its length.
HULength- estimate the average length (to the nearest fraction of a meter) of the habitat unit for the full course of its width.

MaxPoolDepth – Find the deepest point in the unit. Measure the wetted depth in cm with a surveyor’s rod. For non-pools this field is blank
CrestPoolDepth - Measure the crest depth in cm with a surveyor’s rod. For non-pools this field is blank. Crest depth is measured differently, depending upon the pool type. For scour pools and plunge pools – crest is measured where water exits the pool.

For dammed pools – crest depth is measured where water enters the pool.
