Method: GPSPositions
Waded Streams
For each data collection event (DCE), use a GPS to record coordinates (decimal degrees; NAD83): GPSLatDD and GPSLonDD. Coordinates are recorded for these Stations: A0, K0, and F0, and for the Index site (usually F0). Crews can also add coordinates for the other transects if they wish. Specify the Bank at which coordinates were determined and the PostionAccuracy of the measurement (+/- ft).  The Field Form can display GivenLatDD and GivenLonDD, taken from the Master Sample Site list to assist the crew, but this information does not need re-entry into the database.
Rafted Rivers

Rafting requires pre-determination of sample site transects using GPS. Therefore, complete GivenlatDD and GivenLonDD transect coordinates using GIS, Google Earth, or similar. Record GivenCoordSource (e.g. Google Earth). Every transect coordinate and bank needs to be predetermined.  PutIn and TakeOut coordinates can be recorded as well. Locate and verify stations in the field using GPS. For each Station, and predetermined Bank record GPSLatDD, GPSLonDD, and PostionAccuracy.
